These projects
were not bid last summer, as the Village submitted these projects for possible American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funding. The Village was not successful in getting
alternate funding from ARRA or related programs. A total of $408,525 was budgeted for two
specific water systems improvements. The first project would replace 750 feet of eight-inch
diameter water main on Elm Terrace, from Kenton Avenue to Kilpatrick Avenue. The second
project would replace 850 feet of six-inch diameter water main on ]avergne Avenue, from Old
Orchard Road to Central Street. Both sections of water main are fifty plus years old and have had
high occurrences of water main repairs over the years.
